VENUE 
 
The Kobe Chamber of Commerce and Industry 
 
The venue is situated in the center of Port Island, Kobe. 
Port Island can be reached from Sannomiya (the central area of Kobe City) 
by the monorail Portliner or by taxi, and is directly connected to the Kobe 
Airport (domestic) by the Portliner. From the Kansai International Airport, 
you can take a Bay Shuttle ferry to the Kobe Airport Terminal (31 minutes) 
or a Limousine Bus to Sannomiya (65 minutes). 
 
ACCOMODATIONS 
 
All prices are daily rates per person. Only breakfast included. For lunch and 
dinner, there are many restaurants in and around the hotels, and also in 
Sannomiya. Participants wishing to extend their stay before and/or after the 
congress can do so at the equivalent daily rate. Hotel expenses should be 
paid to the hotel you will stay.
