White has considerable material
advantage, but Black is essentially compensated for it: the white pieces blockaded in the
upper left corner have limited mobility and his king is weak, facing the threat of mate in the
not too distant future. However White, thanks to the coordinated play of his pieces, is saved
by building a stalemate shelter - “Noah’s Ark!”.
